to  change the following features.





Cockpit Colours 


Change colour scheme to:


Front Wing,Red.


Mirrors,Yellow.


Monocoque,Red.


You will probably have to change the wing colours of the other cars.





Arrows-Blue.


Williams-Blue.


Ferrari-Red.


Benetton-White or Red(Akai).


McLaren-'6'Grey with Monocoque Black looks quite good.


Jordan-'48'Yellow.


Prost-Blue.


Sauber-'194' Green or Blue.


Tyrell-Black with Grey Monocoque.


Minardi-'144' Blue or '48' Yellow.


Stewart-White.


Lola-Red.


Forte Corse-White with '194' Green Monocoque


Dome-'48' Yellow looks right although they never raced!





Feel free to play around with these settings but note that the Front Wing must be a 'full' colour and not a shade.





Driving Aids


Select  F6 Gear Help.


(For Drivers who compete on Ace level.)


This activates a superfluous 'Pump'switch.





Now go racing!
